HEAD START/EARLY HEAD START PROGRAM: The 
comprehensive child development program is designed to meet 
children and family needs, providing a solid foundation for the 
child and parent to grow together. The primary goals of the Head 
Start/Early Head Start programs are to provide the best child 
development practices for children birth to five years of age. Head 
Start provides a comprehensive child development program that 

addresses the physical, cognitive, mental, social, and emotional 
development of prenatal, infants, toddlers, and preschool 
participants. The program services Rowan and Davidson counties.

FAMILY SERVICES:This Self-Sufficiency program assists 
those who choose to make a change in their life. For families 
and individuals enrolled in this program, the agency provides 
comprehensive supportive services to secure employment or 
increase their income, obtain education and /or vocational training, 
make better use of their income, obtain and maintain standard 
housing, and build a strong work ethic.

Recipes For Two Simply Made Holiday Appetizers
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During the holidays it is always a good idea to have snacks on deck for any guests they may visit. 
Sometimes you may want to treat yourself to a little appetizer between meals. In any case, below 
are two simple recipes that can be made quickly and served in various situations.

Combine all ingredients well.  Roll into small balls. 
Roll in large (12oz) bag of semi sweet chocolate 
chips and 4 tablespoons of Crisco shortening melted 
together. The chips and shortening can be melted in 
a microwave oven. Be sure to monitor the melting of 
chips and to remove them just as they are melting.

2 cups (8 ounces) finely shredded cheddar cheese

2 packages (2-1/2 ounces each) thinly sliced deli ham, 
chopped

3/4 cup mayonnaise

1/3 cup real bacon bits

2 to 3 teaspoons Dijon mustard

2 tubes (10 oz. each) large refrigerated flaky biscuits

In a large bowl, combine the cheese, ham, mayonnaise, 
bacon and mustard. Split biscuits into thirds. Press onto 
the bottom and up the sides of ungreased miniature muffin 
cups. Fill each with about 1 tablespoon of cheese mixture.

Bake at 450° until cups are golden brown and cheese 
is melted, 9-11 minutes. Let stand for 2 minutes before 
removing from the pans. Serve warm.
